What'’s in it for you?

Anthem Community Councils (ACCs) are local advisory
committees, not local governing boards. So Anthem
Community Council members are not ‘governors’ in the
traditional sense. Instead, they have the freedom to focus
on providing local feedback, assurance and connection,
and reflecting the ‘lived experience’ of students, parents,
staff and the community.
