As well as celebrating A Level success, St Mark’s continues to be “well above” the national average for
Applied General subjects, with students achieving an average grade that is the equivalent of an “A” at A
Level. Our BTEC students achieved half a grade higher than the national average.

e St Mark’s continues to be “well above” the national average for Applied General subjects with an average
grade of a Distinction-. This is the equivalent of an A Level A grade.

This means our BTEC students achieved half a grade higher than the national average. When combining the value
added for Academic and Applied General subjects we achieved +0.09. This shows that students, on average, achieve
above what is expected of them compared to similar students nationally with the same starting point.
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
